Today is remembered as Palm Sunday in the Christian calendar.
It reminds us of Jesus’ final entry into Jerusalem to lay down His
life for the sins of humanity and to secure eternal salvation for
us. On the final leg of this journey, we see Jesus riding into
Jerusalem on a donkey with the crowd waving Palm branches
and shouting “Hosanna, Blessed is He who comes in the name
of the Lord.” They even carpeted the road with their own clothes
to make welcome the King of glory. Who would have believed
that in a matter of hours this same crowd would be shouting,
“Crucify Him, Crucify Him?”

On this long journey to Jerusalem, Jesus took the opportunity to
underscore the purpose of His mission and its implications for all
humanity.
